AUSTRALIAN OZTAG

• We adhere to all applicable laws, regulations, and policies governing our participation 

in Australian Oztag. 

• We uphold the standards outlined in this Core Code of Conduct and hold ourselves 

and others accountable for maintaining the integrity and reputation of our sport.
